9-month Apprenticeship Program 

The Carpenter’s Boat Shop offers a safe harbor to adults whose lives 
are in transition. The core of our program is a 9-month (September–
June) tuition-free apprenticeship during which the apprentices live in 
an intentional community and learn the trade of traditional wooden 
boatbuilding. We take on 10 apprentices each year and they come 
from all over the country and beyond. The knowledge and care they 
learn when constructing boats extends to their relationships with 
people and to the life choices they make.  At the end of their 
apprenticeship, they are strengthened and better prepared for the 
challenges of their lives’ future journeys.
